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<Abstract>

A Comparative Analysis on High School Economics Textbooks
and Social Economy Textbooks using Text Mining”

This study analyzes high school economics textbooks and social economy textbooks
using text mining. The frequency of economic terms used in high school economics
textbooks was in the order of production, market, demand, and supply, whereas the
frequency in social economy textbooks was in order of cooperation, cooperative,
empathy, fair trade, and social enterprise. The indices of high school economics
textbooks and social economy textbooks only share three common economic terms, and
the frequency of shared economic terms was found to be very low in regards to their
usage within the main text. This result indicates that even if traditional economics
textbooks are criticized for becoming less relevant to real life matters, they cannot be
replaced with social economy textbooks. This finding suggests that The Economy’s
approach of not only emphasizing fairness, altruism and cooperation but also solving
economic problems related to real life issues from the perspective of traditional
economics provides us with great implications. Such approach will bridge the gap
between high school economics textbooks and social economy textbooks, and thus will
help establish the foundations for creating an alternative textbook closely related to real

life problems.
