The Significance of Civic Statistics in Economic Education

: An Analysis of High School Economic Textbook"

This study aims to examine the concept and components of civic statistics and to
analyze how statistical materials are used in high school economics textbooks, thereby
deriving educational implications for economics education. To achieve this purpose, the
civic statistics framework was employed as an analytical tool to examine 40 statistical
materials presented in a high school economics textbook developed under the 2022
revised national curriculum.

The analysis produced several key findings. In the Engagement and Action domain,
statistical data were frequently presented in connection with social and policy contexts.
However, affective elements emphasizing attitudes toward evidence or the willingness to
participate in civic discourse were rarely observed. In the Knowledge domain, elements
related to contextual civic knowledge and the interpretation of patterns and
representations in data appeared relatively strong, whereas components requiring an
understanding of statistical concepts or the processes of statistical production were
comparatively weak. In the Enabling Processes domain, literacy and communication
competencies were relatively well represented, but opportunities for ICT-based data

exploration were extremely limited.
